The recent tragedy in Broward County, Florida and other losses of life on school campuses
across the nation over several years have driven increased interest in student safety. | want
to assure you safety of our staff and students is a top priority at our school and our district.

At Ruhkala we are taking steps to ensure the safety of our students and staff. Ruhkala
Elementary has detailed safety and security protocols set in place by our professional
Rocklin Fire and Police Departments as well as a variety of Placer County agencies.

These include:

Working with Rocklin Academy which shares our site, to ensure teachers and all
adults, including office and custodial staff, practice vigilance and awareness about
individuals coming and going on our campus. That means that although we may know
you, we will continue to request that you sign in at the office even if you are just
coming on campus to drop something off to your child and are entering from our side
parking lot.

Locking doors during school hours. RUSD will be adding hardware to our classrooms
to make our classroom doors even more secure.

Working with Rocklin Police to increase their presence and patrols during school
hours.

Practicing our own safety/emergency drills and communication practices with staff
and across schools. We practice these emergency and communications responses so
staff and students are prepared for various situations.

We are continuing to have conversations with students regarding safety on and off campus
and reminding parents/guardians, community members and students that if anyone has
information that is concerning, to contact the school or Rocklin Police Department.

The safety of all our students and staff is, and has always been, our highest priority. With
your help, we will continue to work together to provide a safe environment and high quality
education.
